We are proud that during 2013 more than 6,700 families par-
ticipated in our Farmers’ Clubs projects in Fengdu, Wanzhou ,

Yuanyang and Zhenkang and in our Rural Development
project in Wanzhou, - increasing their skills, production
and income and at the same time better protecting their
natural resources.

1160 rural children in Zhenkang, Shangri-La and Butuo
got the chance to grow stronger in a child friendly healthy
environment created by caring community teachers and
active parent committee members while attending com-
munity mixed preschool classes in their villages and be-
ing provided with a daily nutritious meal.

200 village primary school students conquered malnutri-
tion in our Community Development project in Ximeng.

More than 30,000 people increased their knowledge on
HIV and TB and started to protect themselves against
these epidemics. Organizationally - as the need for uni-
versal preschool education is so big - , we established
our preschool work as a standalone sector of work and
increased our capacity for implementation and social
mobilization.

HPP China believes that poverty can be overcome
through coordinated, community-wide approaches that
combine education, improved livelihoods, increased
production, health and sanitation, the empowerment of
women, and environmental protection.

The majority of HPP China staff work directly with com-
munities in the project field — these are our POF teach-
ers, farming instructors, malaria control officers, regional
managers, and TCE field officers. They are young people
recruited locally by the project team, and are responsible
for visiting villagers and communicating project ideas to
participants. They organize self-help groups and training
workshops, and strive to improve local livelihoods, work-
ing shoulder to shoulder with the villagers. It is precisely
these seemingly modest but arduous work tasks which
are contributing to making positive changes in people’s
lives.

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Many Chinese children living in rural regions lack access
to early education during this critical development stage.
In rural areas parents often move to cities for employ-
ment and the grandparents are burdened by agricultural
duties and thus have limited capacity to devote to chil-
dren’s education. Other factors such as dispersed dis-
tribution of villages, the long distances between home
and school, and the scarcity of schools further aggravate
the situation. It is hard to imagine children 3-6 years old
having to walk more than 10 kilometers to the few pre-
schools located in the townships.

Statistics show that currently 74% of children nationwide
have access to one year preschool education, while
50.9% have access to three year preschool education.
However the figures are much lower in the rural areas,
where only 35.6% of children are enrolled in three year
preschool education. There are 23 million children in
China who lack access to three years preschool educa-
tion. China’s “National Medium-long term Education Re-
form Plan” aims to increase three year preschool educa-
tion enrollment rate to 75% by 2020.

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Through long term engagement
with impoverished ethnic minority
villages and thorough baseline sur-
veys of local circumstances, HPPC
has established “Preschools of the
Future” (POF) in Yunnan province’s
Zhenkang county, Yuanyang coun-
ty, Shangri-La county and Sichuan
province’s Butuo county. By the
end of 2013, a total of 65 preschool
classes have been established,
benefiting 3,061 children.

“Preschools of the Future” project is
a philanthropic education program
aspiring to long term community
based engagement. The project fo-
cuses on underprivileged children
from rural areas and seeks to miti-
gate the inequality between urban
and rural children. Preschools of

the Future aims to break the cycle
of poverty and prevent poor children
from becoming poor adults.

Preschool classes are established
in natural villages of impoverished
regions, and utilize old school
grounds or other available venues
(e.g. unused village committee ac-
tivity rooms) as classrooms. Teach-
ers are also recruited and trained

locally. Every preschool class mobi-
lizes the parents to form a parents’
committee. The committee cooper-
ates with the HPPC project staff and
takes responsibility for class affairs.
Monthy the parents receive training
on nutrition, hygiene, and various
topics related to child development.

POF is designed for children be-
tween ages 3-6 and the classes are
mixed-aged. Older children can take
on leadership roles and younger
children can learn from older class-
mates’ experiences. Through pre-
school class attendance, children
gain sound foundations that pre-
pares them well for future primary
school.

Zhenkang County is located in the south-western part of Yunnan province, bor-
dering Myanmar on the western side. The total population is 170,000. 86% of
the population is engaged in agricultural work. 23 ethnic minorities live in the
region, including Yi, Wa, Dai, De’ang, Bulang, Lisu, Lahu, Miao and many more.
Ethnic minorities constitute 31.7% of Zhenkang’s total population. As one of the
25 peripheral border counties in Yunnan, Zhenkang has 67,200 people living in
impoverished conditions (below the national poverty line, RMB2300Yuan/year/
person), which makes up 43.7% of the agricultural population (2012). Mountain-
ous regions cover 98% of Zhenkang, thus the distance between villages is far
and inconvenient especially during the rainy seasons.

According to the baseline survey conducted by our project staff in August 2008
there were only three preschools in the entire county located in Fengwei township
and Nansan township. Administrative villages only established preschool classes
within the central primary schools.

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Zi Wenping is a student in one of HPPC’s POF classes. He is 6 years old and now lives with his grandparents since
his parents went to work in the city. He was among the earliest group of students who enrolled and was only 5 years
old when he entered the POF class.

Wenping is now a cheerful boy; he plays with his friends and shares his toys, and he even knows how to handwash
his own trousers. Seeing him now it would be hard to believe how introverted he was when he first entered the class.
He would often cry and hardly socialized with the other children.
For 3 weeks his grandparents had to accompany him every
day to preschool. He did not know how to communicate to the |
teachers if he wanted to use the bathroom; he was not yet toilet
trained and the teachers acted almost like his personal nanny,
caring for his needs. He used to dirty his trousers 3 times a day;
the teachers could not expect him to become independent, let
alone wash his own trousers!

After studying in preschool for one year, Wenping has made tre-
mendous improvements, as you can see in the photos.He is well
behaved, independent, and loves to play with other children.

2008 August was when HPPC began to implement the
Farmers’ Clubs project in Nansan township of Zhenkang
county, Lincang City, Yunnan province. This project wit-
nessed a successful completion by the end of 2013. Hu-
mana also initiated Farmers’ Clubs in Yuanyang (Yun-
nan) and Wanzhou, Fengdu (Chongging) in 2010 and
2012 respectively.

The aim of the ‘Farmers’ Clubs project (‘FC’) is to assist
farmers to fight their way free of poverty. In natural
villages where HPP works, informal Farmers’ Clubs are
established, typically with 30 to 50 farming households in
each club. The formation of these clubs enables farmers
to organize common purchasing of agricultural inputs,
and transportation and marketing, therefore helping them
to reduce costs and increase profits for their production.
The Farmers’ Clubs also provide farmers with training
on simple but sustainable farming methods. The content
of trainings ranges from learning about new cultivation

techniques, to conservation farming, and environmental
protection. Trainings also include improving budgeting
and financial management skills, and hygiene and
sanitation.

The Farmers’ Clubs Program is struc-
tured around three key interventions:

* Increasing Knowledge: providing training,
demonstrations, and extension services.

* Facilitating Cooperation: forming clubs and
cooperatives.

* Income generation: offering a number of
small asset grants and livestock pass-on
grants.

Farming Instructors receive training through our organi-
zation, specialized agriculture institutions, and experts
such as the Yunnan Academy for Agricultural Sciences.
Farming Instructors live in the villages with the farmers
and support the Farmers’ Club Committees to become
the leaders of the club, become effective in their leader-
ship, and mobilize every member to participate in driving
their own development.

Fengdu County is located along the Changjiang River, in the Three Gorges Reservoir Region. It is 164 kilometers
west of Chongging Municipality, the economic and political hub of southwest China. The county has a total area of
over 2,900 square kilometers and a population of 824,200 (259,200 households), 80% of which resides in rural areas
(666,000). Out of Chongqing’s 40 county level administrative units (counties and districts), 14 are considered national
poverty counties, Fengdu being one of them. There are 96,000 people in Fengdu living below the national poverty
line. The county’s economy is primarily agriculture-based with animal husbandry, vegetable and fruit production, and
food processing as its pillar businesses. The major crops grown include rice, wheat, corn, potatoes, grape, mustard,
fruit, and tobacco. Major livestock are pigs, cattle, sheep, and rabbits. As one of the counties affected by the con-
struction of the Three Gorges Dam, Fengdu is also one of the 12 focus counties of national poverty alleviation and
development in Chongging.

In 2012 February, HPPC officially launched the Farmers’ Clubs project in Fengdu, Chongqing, funded by Carrefour
Foundation.

Fengdu Farmers’ Clubs project is a participatory poverty alleviation project, with a dual goal of increasing farmers’
production and income and promoting conservation farming. It also aims at improving the local enterprise supply
chain as well as improving living conditions. The purpose of the project is to facilitate that the community becomes
the driver of its own sustainable development. With this in mind, the project selected villages in close proximity to the
highways; 3-4 hrs driving distance from central Chonggqing.

The project plans to run for three years in Fengdu and benefit over 1000 farming households dispersed in three ad-
ministrative villages: Honghuapo, Baiguoyuan, Qinggangping.

The project manager is in charge of the overall operation of the project. In every administrative village there is one
farming instructor responsible for guiding and supporting the participating farming households. However the project
manager and the farming instructor are not designated “authorities” over the people, they are there to simply support
and assist. They help the Farmers’ Clubs and Farmers’ Clubs Committee members to become self-governing and
independent, and help mobilize other farmers in the community to participate in the project. It is the farmers who lead
and guide the development of their own community.

I am an ordinary villager from Baiguoyuan, in the past the majority of people in our village engaged in subsistence
farming; we grew potatoes and corn and our plots were not large and we did not have knowledge of advanced cultiva-
tion techniques. We tended to lack access to markets for selling our produce, and the transport was also inconven-
ient. Humana'’s project brought many changes to our lives.

In spring this year Humana gave new potato seeds to our village. Initially we doubted whether these seeds were
better than the ones we had, however later the harvest proved to us that our worries were unnecessary. The project
staff in charge visited us several times to check our progress and make plans for the next steps. He told us, in order
to develop cultivation on a larger scale, we must first ensure accessible channels for selling our produce, and ensure
the product’s quality as well. With our first batch of produce to “test the waters”, we took extra care to guarantee the
quality. Initially many villagers questioned this new approach to business; in the past we would sell the good and bad
quality produce mixed together, for a lower price and now we are selling for a higher price, but can only sell good
quality produce. Some villagers raised concerns, asking: “Only a portion of our yields is good produce, if we pick out
all the good ones, who will want to take the rest?”. We must understand that higher quality potatoes fetch a higher
price; this is the demand of the market. We ought to learn more about the market.

Subsequently through discussions and negotiations between the project leader and project coordinator, they decided
to take a small amount of potatoes from each household. This way the overall quality of the potatoes would be en-
sured, while not drastically reducing the quality of the remaining potatoes. Villagers are grateful to Humana'’s project;
the new solution was able to compromise between long term development and present day realities. Villagers were
happy to coordinate with the projects efforts, and everyone wants to see improvements being made.
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In August, Mr. Huang Rulin who had previously received support from the project for developing animal husbandry
contributed 32 piglets to pass on to 32 farming households. Last year Mr. Huang Rulin received 8 piglets from the
project, this year, thanks to scientific breeding methods and his own abundant experience, all of his sows gave birth
to piglets. Mr. Huang’s pass on gift of 32 piglets made headlines in the township. We organized a “pass-on piglets”
ceremony in front of Mr. Huang'’s pig pen. The vice mayor of Baoluan township, one staff member from the Fengdu
Poverty Alleviation Office, and the local media were all invited to the ceremony. A journalist from Fengdu Tv station
interviewed the farmers. This pass-on initiative was highly praised by the Fengdu Poverty Alleviation Office and the
Baoluan town government.

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Ximeng Wa minority autonomous county (hereafter abbreviated as ‘Ximeng’) is located in the south-western corner
of Pu’er city, Yunnan province. Ximeng borders Myanmar and the majority population is Wa ethnic minority. The
total population is 87,911, 83% of which are engaged in agriculture as a primary source of income. Ethnic minorities
make up 94% of the total population of which 72% belongs to the Wa minority while the remainder is made up of 24
other minorities, including the Lahu and the Dai minority. Ximeng county is in the southern part of the Nushan moun-
tains. The local geography is complex; aside from Mengsuo township’s 3,000 mu river valley, the rest of the county
is entirely mountainous. Ximeng is currently listed among the poorest counties in China. Farmers’ primary source of
income comes from agriculture and animal husbandry. The population below the national poverty line (RMB2,300
Yuan/year/person) is 54,292,which makes up 77.43% of the county’s entire farming population.
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“SimplyHealthy@Communities” Community Nutrition Intervention Project is one of the initiatives funded by Philips
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China’s CSR department. Implementation of the project has been carried out by HPPC since 2011 June.

This project was initiated by Philips for its Hope School in Bannong village of Ximeng, with the integrated aim of sus-
tainably improving child nutrition and developing soy bean production in the village to increase local incomes. The
project also developed extra-curricular activities for students, health and nutrition workshops for parents and villag-
ers, and cleaning activities for the whole community. These activities mobilize everyone in the community- parents,
teachers, and villagers - to create a healthy environment beneficial for children’s growth.

Through a baseline survey conducted in Ximeng, we found:

75% of students never or hardly eat breakfast; 93% of students don’t eat breakfast due to poverty, or
due to boarding school not providing breakfast;

14% of the 205 students are healthy; 75% of students exceed mild anemia; 33% of the students
are underweight
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A total of 33,901 eggs have been distributed to students from January to December 2013. A total of
23,354 glasses of soy milk (250ml) were given to students in 2013.
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Nine sows and one boar were purchased to scale up the pig farm. Constructed fermentation beds.10
piglets sold in December, total income of RMB 3200.
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In 2013, 86 households participated in soybean cultivation. The cultivation area reached 330.5 mu.
The project collected 10% of outputs to be used for the students’ breakfast soymilk. Up to the end of
December, 264 kgs of soybean were collected, this is enough for one semesters’ soymilk consump-
tion.The project reached an agreement with the farmers that in 2014 February HPP will return to
collect the remaining soy beans to be used for soymilk in the 2014 school year.
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Test results showed the incidence of mild anemia (hemoglobin below 120g/l) dropped from 40.3%
(2012) to 5.39%. During initial stages of the project, 79% of students had mild cases of anemia.
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Three garbage pools were constructed in three natural villages.
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In order to ensure the project’s impacts are long lasting after project completion, the project leader
facilitated the establishment of one villagers’ committee in each of the 12 natural villages in Bannong
administrative village (August).

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In order to ensure that the pig farm-
ing could generate adequate reve-
nues to provide one egg a day for all
students, in September our project
staff purchased 9 sows and one boar
to scale up the pig farming activity. It
was also the first time the fermenta-
tion bed technology was introduced
to Ximeng.

Raising pigs on fermentation beds
has been widely used globally for
many years since it brings many
benefits to villagers. The fermenta-
tion bed technique uses Sawdust,
rough fibers to create a bedding and
compound micro-bacteria are then
layered on top. The fermentation bed
not only absorbs pigs’ feces but at
the same time transforms the organic
matter into fertilizers. When pigs are
raised in such an environment, they
can happily play, eat, and roll in the
mud as fitting for their nature, effec-
tively reducing their levels of stress
and likelihood of violent behavior.
In winter, the fermentation bed also
performs a heating function, and its
ability to control pig wastes also ef-
fectively reduces the frequency re-
quired for cleaning and sanitizing

on cleaning.

pens thus saving water usually spent

The fermentation bed technique is
new to Ximeng, we believe it is very
necessary for villagers to learn this
new technique. That is why we in-
vited the villagers to visit our pig farm
and learn about this fermentation
bed technique.

Xiao Yanlong, a 29 year old villager
from the 4th group commented on
the visit: “The fermentation bed tech-
nique is an entirely new concept to
me. In the past | only saw this on
CCTV7 but | had never seen it in
person. The project taught me about
the new technique - although the ini-
tial investment for the fermentation
beds is higer than for ordinary pens,
there are many benefits in the sim-
plification of future management of
the pen- we don’'t need to clean as
much and it saves a lot of time and
energy. As farmers we are occupied
with farming work throughout the day
and can only return late at night, so
we don’t have much time to take care
of our pigs. It is tiring to come home
from a hard day’s work to face an-
other chore of cleaning the pig’s pen.
However with the fermentation bed
technique we can save a lot of time,
on cleaning the pens”.

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Tuberculosis (TB) is an infectious disease transmitted through air, however only people who are sick with TB in their
lungs are contagious. One third of the world’s population is carriers of TB bacillus, but only 5%-10% of latent infec-
tions progress into active tuberculosis disease. TB often attacks vulnerable group (people with weaker resistance).
Although the human immune system is capable of isolating the TB bacillus, however it has a thick wax protective
layer and remains latent within the human body for many years. When immunity is weak the risks of having an out-
break is much higher. If left untreated, every active TB patient can infect 10-15 people per year. People living with
HIV are highly susceptible to develop TB after the infection due to their low immunity.

There are 550 million latent carriers of TB bacillus in China. There are an estimated 1 million new TB cases every year
in China, ranking only second to India. In terms of TB prevention, China also faces the challenges of mass population
movements and increased drug resistance.The number of multi-drug resistant TB patients in China comprises one
third of the world’s total. Regarding TB, China has implemented the free diagnosis
and treatment policy which helped to reduce TB death rate by 80% in 20 years,
also cutting prevalence rate by half. However, TB prevention still faces many
challenges. Currently the TB prevention situation for China’s “floating population”
is not optimistic. Migrant workers possess several characteristics which makes
them highly vulnerable to develop the TB disease: communal living, high intensity
labour work, poor living conditions. All these factors make them more prone to
catching TB. When they fail to access immediate treatment, the disease spreads
even faster among people living in high density dwellings. Thus the “floating
population” in China are a high TB risk group and face enormous challenges in
treatment of the illness. .
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“Only the people can liberate themselves from the AIDS epidemic”’, Humana People to People China brings Hu-
mana'’s extensive international experience in HIV/AIDS prevention, Total Control of the Epidemic and TB Control to
its’ projects in China. HPPC combines existing experience with the particulars of the local context when conducting
HIV/AIDS prevention and control and TB control project in Sichuan Liangshan and Yunnan Kunming (Liangshan has
a high HIV prevalence while Kunming has high TB risk due to its large migrant population). The projects primarily
delivers through face to face education, sending field officers to engage with communities and spread knowledge on
prevention, thus controlling the spread of disease through encouraging people themselves to actively take preventa-
tive actions.

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Sichuan’s Liangshan Yi Autonomous Prefecture in the high altitude Hengduan mountains at the east edge of the
Qinghai-Tibetan Plateau, is one of three central government supported HIV/AIDS hot spots in China with a very
high HIV/AIDS infection rate due to trafficking of drugs from the golden triangle to China’s inland and coastal areas
followed by drug use and sharing needles. Meanwhile 80% of the population is low income, with 30% of population
under the national poverty line of RMB2300/year/person. In Butuo County the general population HIV infection rate
was 5.7% at the end of 2013 (Butuo County Health Bureau).
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Since 2010 HPP was invited by Ministry of Health and CDC to conduct AIDS prevention and control in Butuo. In
2012, the HPP TCE project started the community-based home testing program. Our project donors were China-US
Cooperation - Global AIDS Program (GAP), New Zealand Embassy in China and Liangshan Prefecture Association
of HIV/AIDS Prevention and Control.

Our Field Officers go house-to-house in each remote village to conduct one-to-one HIV/AIDS prevention education
and mobilization to activate self-protection awareness based on the understanding that “Only people themselves can
liberate themselves from HIV/AIDS — The Epidemic”. Through thousands of home visits people’s HIV/AIDS knowl-
edge has improved, attitudes towards HIV/AIDS have changed and people have taken action to protect themselves
and their families.

We mobilize people for HIV counselling and finally testing — also in their homes — as global figure show that 68% of
people having opted for testing change their behaviour, regardless if testing negative or positive.

As Butuo is a very remote and spread out mountainous area with inconvenient traffic, it can take villagers 1-5 hours
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to walk to the township clinic for HIV testing and many villagers never took the time and transport money to do it.
But when our CDC trained and certified TCE Field Officers brought the voluntary counselling and rapid testing to the
people’s homes, about % of all households utilized this service. Our TCE project is the first community-based home

testing in rural China. This project innovation plays a major role of preventing new HIV infected people and blocking
HIV transmission.

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During a project Monitoring and Evaluation we visited one family’s house in Juesa village, Butuo County. Butuo
County is 93% Yi minority and in Juesa village more than 98% are illiterate and they do not speak Mandarin, only Yi
minority language. More than 50% of villagers have not gone to school.

In the village we were joined by the Field Officer who is also the village doctor. He has been working with TCE now
for several years and is trusted and well known. When asking some villagers watching us curiously if they had been
visited by the field officer, they laughed heartily and said: “of course, he comes to visit often”. Outside one of the
houses we met an old woman carrying an empty basket. You could see in her face that she had worked hard all her
life. She told me, “Our biggest problem in this village is that there is not enough food and the school is too far away”.
“Look at me, | am old, filthy and my clothes are worn out. But what can | do?”

We were invited into the family’s one room mud brick house. There were only a couple of beds, some stools and a fire

in the middle. The family consisted of a young man who was 25 years old, a 12 year old girl and their grandmother.
The girl’s father — who is the 2nd son of the old lady, is in prison.

The family’s main income consists of selling eggs from the chickens they have, which brings in several hundred RMB
for the whole year. The girl's mother is a migrant worker in some distant Chinese city and comes back home once a
year. The project leader guessed she made some hundred RMB a month. The girl only has one year of education be-
cause she dropped out of school due to kids bullying and beating her. During the winter it can be minus 20 degrees,
and walking on a mud road for 2 hours each way in the cold, without warm clothes and good shoes is a challenge.
We have found an abandoned building close to this family’s home that would be ideal to use as a preschool if we
have the funding. However in reality, at age 12 it may be too late for this girl to start learning. Having a preschool in
the village could prevent others from ending up in her situation, as children would then be better prepared for entering
primary school. In the HPP preschools we teach children to stick together and help each other and to fight against

the stigma. We experience how children who have gone to preschool together can also support each other during the
first difficult years in primary school.
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According to the most recent TB survey in China (2010) the TB incidence rate in West China is 695 cases per
100,000 people, thereof 105/100,000 smear-positive. China is also a country burdened heavily by Multi-Drug resist-
ant TB (‘MDR-TB’).

The awareness of TB and MDRTB - especially in rural areas and among migrant workers from rural areas — is low
(HPP baseline of June 2010 showed 16%, while the national goal is 80%) and migrant workers are considered High
Risk Population for TB — and therefore proper health education and mobilization is needed.

Since 2009 with funding from the Global Fund to Fight AIDS, Tuberculosis and Malaria and with support from Yunnan
Centres for Disease Control and China Centres for Disease Control, the HPP China TB Program provided more
than 160,000 migrant workers in Guandu and Xishan Districts in Kunming with TB and MDRTB health education and
trained and mobilized more than 460 small and medium enterprises to implement TB prevention strategies in the
work place .
